Deadline for application: Oct. 26, 5.00 pm. BUT DON’T WAIT! — Do it NOW or apply at
least 2 weeks before the deadline. Postmark does NOT count. Must be received by this date.
When approved, your Mail-in Ballot will be mailed to you (beginning in late September).

v' Second, Complete Your Mail-in-Ballot — As Soon As Possible!
Return it IMMEDIATELY to the Allegheny County Elections Division as instructed (read
carefully), to be received by Nov. 2, 8 pm. REMEMBER to seal the secrecy envelope that
goes inside the return envelope and sign and date the outside of the official return
envelope.
= Check the status of your Mail-in Ballot at votespa.com/mailballotstatus . “Pending”
status means your application is approved and your ballot will be mailed in late Sept.
